RESULTS

We surveyed 435 Hawaii drivers in July 2023 about the state of courtesy on our roads.
Their top five complaints: Drivers who (1) signal late or not at all; (2) weave in and out
of traffic; (3) tailgate; (4) don't allow others to merge; and (5) talk on their cell phone
while driving. More survey highlights:

87% of those polled
agree that driving
courtesy is contagious.
